THE PURPOSE OF THE FORMS 
The files have been prepared by the Alberta Labour Relations Board as a convenience to the labour relations community.  Printed forms will remain available as before from the Board’s office.  These files are not intended to supplant the Board’s printed forms but may be substituted for them by users of these materials.

All files are designed for use with Microsoft Word. All forms are created using tables. It is important that you rely upon your own organization’s expertise and/or knowledge of the Microsoft Word program as the Board does not have the resources or expertise to provide telephone or other support for computer programs or files.

PRINTING LABOUR RELATIONS BOARD FORMS FROM THE FILES ON THIS DISK
If you wish to print a particular form and then fill it in by hand or typewriter, follow Word’s procedures for printing.  Determine which form you need by using the table of contents found on the website: http://alrb.gov.ab.ca/forms.html
